It was an inspiring and enlightening day! The day-long event featured workshops, panel discussions and participants were treated to a keynote address by popular author and filmmaker Jean Kilbourne.  The conference was co-sponsored by Champlain College and the CCTV Center for Media and Democracy.  The Mark Johnson Radio Show broadcasted live from the conference and CCTV's cameras recorded the interviews.
